Did they not see that Allah, who created them, had greater strength than
them? But they renounced Our Signs.” (41:15)

taste the punishment of degradation in the dunya. And the punishment of the akhira is
even more degrading. And they will not be helped.” (41:16)
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“Pharaoh said, ‘Council, | do not know of any other god for you apart from Me.””
(28:38)
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“he and his troops were arrogant in the land without any right, thinking they would not
return to Us.” (28:39)
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“So We seized him and his troops and flung them into the sea. See the final fate of the
wrongdoers!”(28:40)
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“(Qarun) Did he not know that before him Allah had destroyed generations with far
greater strength than his and far more possessions?” (28:78)

* But he failed to pay heed and continued to strut arrogantly about the earth, and
so shared the fate of those who came before.
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“We caused the earth to swallow up both him and his house. There was no group
to come to his aid, besides Allah, and he was not someone who is helped.” (28:81)

* Wealth, like power, is only borrowed from Allah, and He lends it to man on
condition that he use it well and does not use it to spread corruption on the
earth. If he does, then it is only a matter of time until Allah strips it/him away.
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“And when it is said to them, "Do not cause corruption on the earth," they say, "We

are but reformers. Unquestionably, it is they who are the corrupters, but they
perceive [it] not.” (2:12-13)
