Asmaa’ (RA) the daughter of Abu Bakr al-Siddiq was married to Az-Zubayr ibn al-
‘Awwam £ who was a very poor man but a man of great haya’, gheerah and piety.

“One day, as | was carrying the date-stones upon my head (2 miles from Madinah), |
happened to meet Allah’s Messenger #, along with a group of his Companions. He
called me and told the camel to sit down so that he could make me ride behind him. |
felt shy to go with men and | remembered az-Zubair and his gheerah. The Messenger
# understood my shyness and left. (Bukhari)

“Three people will not enter paradise, and Allah will not look to them on the Day of
Judgement: the one who is disobedient to his parents, the woman who imitates men
and the ad-Dayooth.” (Ahmad)
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"The best house among the Muslims is a house in which there is an orphan who is
treated well.
