* Global scan for Tuesday (5th) evening
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* The moon is not expected to be seen anywhere east on Monday 4th
July 2016 but will be easily visible the following evening (5th) across
much of the world. On this basis Eid-ul-Fitr is expected to be
celebrated on Wednesday 6th July 2016.
